Yusuf Khos Hajib, one of the great musical architects, says about this in his work

That is, a person can deserve to sit on the throne because of his words , or he can
bow his head and receive blame.

The great master of words, Mir Alisher Navoi, in his epic "Sabayi Sayyor" says that
the language, the ability to speak is such a wonderful miracle given to mankind by God,
that it is not enough to describe its incomparable elegance and grace. , says. According to
Mir's description: "Gulshan is a person of flesh, and speech is his nightingale's good
fortune."

The thinker-scientist said that the spoken word is very important in human life, "if
there is a wound of the tongue's spear in one's heart, only a good word and a sweet tongue
are its salve and comfort. A gentle word turns the savage into a slave. Magician - reciting a
spell with a melody, pulls the snake out of its den... There is a possibility of any kind of
good in the word. That's why they say that "the breath has a soul."

According to the academic poet Gafur Ghulam, "our children should hear good
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behavior in their families, so that they will not be fooled by frosts and influences from
outside, like an almond blossom that has opened early."

So, we need to start such large-scale work from the family, neighborhood,
kindergarten, that is, we must organize beautiful speech competitions, we must make
demands on language and speech culture as a spiritual mirror of our society.

It is known that when a human child is born, it becomes a pure body, free from any
vices. And the microenvironment around the child brings him to perfection or has the
characteristic of bringing him up to perfection. In fact, the upbringing given to him can
either raise the child as a perfect person or make him unfit for the name.

In ancient times, our scholars of the past paid great attention to raising the culture of
behavior in a smart person. For example, our grandfather Mir Alisher Navoi regularly
attached great importance to everyone's words being soft and sweet. So, according to our
great thinkers, politeness is the basis of human culture.

Therefore, we should not forget that every person should protect his language from
obscene, rude, senseless swearing and cursing words that hurt the listener's heart.

It is clear from the observations that the feeling of understanding eighteen thousand
worlds and beings with words is constantly repeated in people throughout their lives. That
is, a person enriches his thinking thanks to the power of speech.

In fact, while trying to make the speaker's speech civilized, first of all, he should be
able to use the unique gifts of his mother tongue, be able to appreciate words, and type
words politely. In particular, the speech should be beautiful, pleasant and meaningful.

At this point, the following thoughts of Kaykovuz are instructive: "The best of all abilities is
the ability to speak... Learn to speak very well and artistically. Always try to be eloquent.

As Oybek said: "They know who that person is and what he is doing by his words
and what he says." According to these, a person will gain respect and recognition in the
country. Occupies a certain position, reaches a level recognized by the whole world.

Work on language and speech is carried out in the early childhood of our children,
mothers try to communicate more with them, develop their best aspects, and reduce their
bad ones. But for some reason, they forget to do such things when their children grow up.
Parents tend to ignore their children's speech changes, become preoccupied with their own
work, lose track of time, and do not take them to language, creative arts, and vocational
classes. .

It is not surprising that our thoughts related to the culture of speech clarify only one
specific aspect of it, the problems of our language constitute a large complex system, the
people of our republic must solve them with the help of all their spiritual and cultural
forces, tools, and computer technologies. to show activity, every spiritually healthy person
feels very good about his place in the communicative dialogue, refrains from saying
unnecessary things: when he hears gossip and slanderous words, he hesitates, or He
should weigh seven times, and then come to a decision and speak without haste only after
everything is clear.

A person acquires speaking skills as a result of perfecting the rules of language
culture in speech activity, especially reading fiction, newspapers and magazines, listening
to radio and television, information from the mass media in general, and continuous
independent practice.

Only a person who has deeply mastered the culture of literary language will have the
culture of professional speech. Attention to the language, true love and respect for it are
important in acquiring literary language culture.

We know that our scholars, in addition to being intellectuals in the literal sense, were
also very skilled speakers, they learned about "Speech culture" as a separate discipline and
used it appropriately in the successful conduct of their activities. Achievers:

Knowing the
science of medicine is completely useless if the patient who finds a way of treatment does
not follow it. The words of perfect people enliven souls as raindrops animate the earth. He
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who is not in the habit of speaking good words will face disaster. A wise man keeps his
word. Language is the translator of education and knowledge. Enlightenment, goodness
and goodness come to a person through intelligent speech. That's why they say: "Tongue is
alion - its example lies in a cage, owner of the tongue, protect your head!"

A useless word is like a useless medicine. An excess of medicine and words is harmful.

Uzbeks use this proverb as "in front of a person who is proud of himself and shows
you on his tiptoes, who does not look down on you, do not feel helpless, hold yourself low,
and do not keep silent about his thoughts." , on the contrary, hold yourself higher than him,
do not come idle, speak according to the words of those who despise you, sneer at you, and
mock you: and pass over the person who honors you, polite, sociable, and humble. be
respectful, don't spare your sweet words, keep yourself even more humble."
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
